Sawant said that after achie-
ving ‘har ghar nal se jal’ (wa-
ter supply to every house-
hold) and ‘har ghar soucha-
lay’ (toilet in every house-
hold)goals, hisgovt'saimisto
see ‘har ghar graduate’. He
: said that Goa has the potenti-
al to achieve the ‘har ghar
postgraduate’ target.

The CM was speaking at
the Ignou Panajicentre’s 37th
convocation ceremony.

: “In keeping with govt's
¢ aim of skilling, reskilling,

¢ dy offering some innovative
programmes in areas such as

Internal (for authorised circulation only)

renewable energy, special

education, and sports,” Sa-

want said. “But many used to
look at the regional centre of
Ignou and get second tho-
ughts. So, we wanted to give it
a full-fledged campus. They
asked for 4,000sqm, we are gi-
ving 5,000sqm in the same lo-
cation from which NIT-Goa
and IIT-Goa functioned.”

He said an agreement will
be signed soon for the land.

“The regional officers of
Ignou should ensure that the
campus is constructed at the
earliest. Ignou started offe-

ringmany programmesas de-
fined by the National Educa-
tion Policy, within two years
of the policy being released,”
Sawant said. “Consistent
with theaim of inclusivity of
state govt, Ignou is not only
offering programmes in spe-
cial education but also offe-
ring programmes for special
children.”

The chief minister said
that many in Goa tend to stop
their education after gradua-
tion but Ignou presents op-
portunities to all to pursue
higher education and upgra-
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detheirskills through distan-
ce education programmes.
Hesaid that the National Edu-
cation Policy has eliminated
the misperception that only
full-fledged college program-
mes are acceptable.

On Tuesday, 1,363 degrees
were awarded by the Panaji
regional centre to those who
completed their courses with
December 2022 and June 2023
term-end examinations.

Ignou helps all who wish
to study further, said Ka-
meshwari Moorty, the regio-
nal director of the Ignou Pa-
najicentre.

Regional deputy director
G Shrinivas said that Ignou is
the world's biggest universi-
ty, awarding lakhs of degrees
every year and students in
Goashould takeadvantage of
the programmes.

Altogether, 3.31akh degre-
es were presented across the
country simultaneously with
Vice-President Jagdeep
Dhankhar as the chief guest
at the convocation ceremony
held on the main campus of
Ignou in Delhi. Over 39 regio-
nal centres organised similar
ceremonies around India.
